Understanding the Belmont Proposed 2026 Tax Rate
There has been considerable discussion surrounding Belmont’s proposed 2026 tax rate, and I would 
like to help clarify how those Ŭgures are presented in the Voters’ Guide.

Snow Removal & the Town-Maintained Right-of-Way 
Winter maintenance is a top priority for the Town of Belmont. While our employees would never             
intentionally damage private property during snow removal operations, working in challenging winter   
conditions always carries some risk.
To help reduce potential issues, you may see crew members marking roadside hazards with reflective     
delineators and whips. These markers help operators identify obstacles hidden beneath snowbanks.

Understanding the Right-of-Way
In most areas, the Town maintains a 25-foot right-of-way. This space is 
essential for:
¶ Snow storage as banks grow throughout the winter
¶ Proper drainage during snow melt

Maintaining safe sight distance at driveways and intersections

Mailboxes are among the most common obstacles located within this ar-
ea. Ensuring your mailbox is properly installed can greatly reduce the 
chance of winter damage.

Mailbox Installation Guidelines
To help keep your mailbox safe this winter, please follow these specifications:
¶  USPS-approved metal mailbox required
¶  Front of mailbox must be 2 feet from the edge of pavement
¶  Mailbox height must be 46 inches from the road surface to the bottom of the mailbox support
¶  House or apartment number clearly visible on both sides and the front
¶  Minimum 4" x 4" wooden support post

 Support post installed 2 feet below grade and located at least 4 feet from the edge of pavement

Each spring, Belmont places a 6-ǘƻƴ ǿŜƛƎƘǘ ǊŜǎǘǊƛŎǝƻƴ on all town-maintained roads to protect them during the spring thaw, 
when road surfaces are especially vulnerable to damage.
